Holy Communion is celebrated this Sunday at Trinity Lutheran Church in
the glad confidence that our Lord, as His Words say, giv es not only bread
and wine, but also His true Body and Blood for us to eat and drink for the
forgiveness of sins. Our Lord invites to His table those who believe He is
truly present, repent of all sin, and set aside any refusal to forgive as He
forgives us. Because Saint Paul reminds us that we can receive the Lord’s
Supper to our judgment, we are very careful to administer the Sacrament
only to those who are properly prepared. When we receive Holy Commu-
nion, we publicly declare our agreement with the teachings of the church
from which we receive it. Therefore, if you are not yet a member of this

congregation, a sister congregation of the Lutheran Church—Missouri

Synod and if you have not previously spoken to the Pastor about Holy

Communion, please refrain from coming forward to receive Communion

until you have first spoken with the Pastor. If you cannot receive the Lord’s
Supper but desire a blessing, please join us at the Communion rail and
cross your arms over your chest to tell the pastor of your intent.

Old Testament Numbers 21:4-9 (ESV)
From Mount Hor they set out by the way to the Red Sea, to go around

the land of Edom. And the people became impatient on the way. And the
people spoke against God and against Moses, ‘‘Why hav e you brought us up
out of Egypt to die in the wilderness? For there is no food and no water, and
we loathe this worthless food.’’ Then the LORD sent fiery serpents among
the people, and they bit the people, so that many people of Israel died. And
the people came to Moses and said, ‘‘We hav e sinned, for we have spoken
against the LORD and against you.

Epistle James 1:22-27 (ESV)
But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves.

For if anyone is a hearer of the word and not a doer, he is like a man who
looks intently at his natural face in a mirror. For he looks at himself and goes
aw ay and at once forgets what he was like. But the one who looks into the
perfect law, the law of liberty, and perseveres, being no hearer who forgets
but a doer who acts, he will be blessed in his doing.

If anyone thinks he is religious and does not bridle his tongue but
deceives his heart, this person’s religion is worthless. Religion that is pure
and undefiled before God, the Father, is this: to visit orphans and widows in
their affliction, and to keep oneself unstained from the world.
