Holy Communion is celebrated this Sunday at Trinity Lutheran Church in
the glad confidence that our Lord, as His Words say, giv es not only bread
and wine, but also His true Body and Blood for us to eat and drink for the
forgiveness of sins. Our Lord invites to His table those who believe He is
truly present, repent of all sin, and set aside any refusal to forgive as He
forgives us. Because Saint Paul reminds us that we can receive the Lord’s
Supper to our judgment, we are very careful to administer the Sacrament
only to those who are properly prepared. When we receive Holy Commu-
nion, we publicly declare our agreement with the teachings of the church
from which we receive it. Therefore, if you are not yet a member of this

congregation, a sister congregation of the Lutheran Church—Missouri

Synod and if you have not previously spoken to the Pastor about Holy

Communion, please refrain from coming forward to receive Communion

until you have first spoken with the Pastor. If you cannot receive the Lord’s
Supper but desire a blessing, please join us at the Communion rail and
cross your arms over your chest to tell the pastor of your intent.

Is it not yet a very little while until Lebanon shall be turned into a

fruitful field, and the fruitful field shall be regarded as a forest? In that day
the deaf shall hear the words of a book, and out of their gloom and darkness
the eyes of the blind shall see. The meek shall obtain fresh joy in the LORD,
and the poor among mankind shall exult in the Holy One of Israel. For the

Such is the confidence that we have through Christ toward God. Not

that we are sufficient in ourselves to claim anything as coming from us, but
our sufficiency is from God, who has made us competent to be ministers of a
new covenant, not of the letter but of the Spirit. For the letter kills, but the
Spirit gives life.

Now if the ministry of death, carved in letters on stone, came with such
glory that the Israelites could not gaze at Moses’ face because of its glory,
which was being brought to an end, will not the ministry of the Spirit have
ev en more glory? For if there was glory in the ministry of condemnation, the
ministry of righteousness must far exceed it in glory. Indeed, in this case,
what once had glory has come to have no glory at all, because of the glory
that surpasses it. For if what was being brought to an end came with glory,
much more will what is permanent have glory.

Then he returned from the region of Tyre and went through Sidon to
the Sea of Galilee, in the region of the Decapolis. And they brought to him a
man who was deaf and had a speech impediment, and they begged him to lay
his hand on him. And taking him aside from the crowd privately, he put his
fingers into his ears, and after spitting touched his tongue. And looking up to
heaven, he sighed and said to him, ‘‘Ephphatha,’’ that is, ‘‘Be opened.’’ And
his ears were opened, his tongue was released, and he spoke plainly. And
Jesus charged them to tell no one. But the more he charged them, the more
zealously they proclaimed it.

He even makes the deaf hear and the
mute speak.’’
